Competitors will fire 10 shots from each of three positions: prone, standing, and kneeling, in that
order. There will also be team competition in each event.

#3: Sporter Team event and #4: Precision Teams event Oldest member determines team age

Teams will consist of 4 members. All Team members must be named prior to any Team member
firing a shot in said event..

Pre-registration deadline is April 16, 2008 Registrations will be accepted day of the Tournament to
Range capacity. Register early for pre-squadding. Final Registration is from 8:00 am to 8:30 am.
Firing begins at 8:30 am sharp.

There will be separate competition classes for Sporter and Precision air rifles, unless there are
fewer than two competitors in Sporter or Precision class. In that case, all competitors will compete
in an Open class. Note: all competitors must use pellets only, no BBs.

Any person 6 to m18 and belonging to a youth shooting sports program is eligible.
The National Standard Three-Position Air Rifle Rules will apply.

All competitors will receive a Participation Award. Each event will receive 1st through 3rd place.
Team awards will be given accordingly. Events will be broken out into National Standard 3-P
Age groups. If there are less than 3 competitors or teams in a group, we will combine groups.

Once targets are fired, only the MATCH OFFICIAL may handle targets until they are scored and
posted for viewing. NO SCORING device, other than the official scoring device, maybe used on
any fired target. Anyone caught using any device on any target will forfeit their target or their
competitor’s Target.

The entry fee is $10.00 per shooter (per event), and $20.00 per team (per event) Send the
attached list of competitors and team members with fees to match coordinator and target stickers
will be sent.
