Fundratser Group Packages

The average selling price for PC games is $20.00. At the special purchase prices to the

to sell the ISE/NRA games. The numbers below show the profit in both dollars and percentages,
using three different selling prices for each package. At any selling price the purchaser would be
getting a great deal (well below retail prices) and still provide excellent profit for the fundraisers.

Package #1 cost/$5.50

Selling price/$20.00 — profit = $14.50 / 72%
Selling price/$15.00 — profit = $ 9.50 / 63%
Selling price/$10.00 — profit = $ 4.50 / 45%

Package #2 cost/$5.25

Selling price/$20.00 — profit = $14.75 / 73%
Selling price/$15.00 — profit =$ 9.75/ 65%
Selling price/$10.00 — profit =$4.75/ 47%
